It has lots of options and it's very, very configurable.

It's perfect to incorporate with your backoffices, because it's very flexible and very easy to build.
You can also easily integrate with your sites.

Initial Configuration

In order to view the examples files you must have an external or a local (WAMP, XAMPP) WEB
server with PHP installed. You must also have a MYSQL database installed.

If you fill these requisites, then the only thing you need to do is:

e run the DB dump assets/creativedreams_db.sql (it will create the creativedreams DB with
the necessary tables)

e optional - to see LargeDB example, run the DB dump assets/creativedreams_large_db.sql

e open configurations.php and change $db_server, $db_username, $db_password,
$db_name to your own values

e run index.html

To build a table with its component you only need to have these lines of PHP code and the following
HTML inclusions.

You always need to include the Class, gather the necessary information from the database and
from the form, and configure the layout of the table. You may check all the available configuration
parameters in front.

Javascript

The Class needs the creative_table-1.3.js or the creative_table_ajax-1.3.js to work properly.
A minified version is also available.

The functions in those files are pre prepared to handle the table requisites, but you may alter those
functions to satisfy your needs. The only thing you need to know is that those functions are called
when the corresponding states are changed.
